This extended-range mode eliminates the range anxiety that comes with driving pure electric vehicles that offer no 
backup power when the battery charge is low.

Northern California-Oregon Cadillac-LaSalle Club members are 
invited to join a group driving to the Las Vegas Grand National. 
DAY 1:  Sacramento, CA.  We will leave from a parking lot (major 
hotel) adjacent to US 50 and Sunrise Ave. and drive east about 38 
miles to:  Pollock Pines, CA. 
Taking the Sly Park Rd exit off US 50, drive about 35 miles along 
the Mormon Emigrant Trail to hwy CA-88, the Carson Pass Hwy.  

From the intersection of CA-88 (Carson Pass hwy) we'll travel east on hwy 88 to Markleeville, CA (about 33 miles). 
Markleeville, CA to Walker, CA is a 33 mile distance over Monitor Pass.  From Walker, CA we will continue south along 
US 395 following the Walker River, through Bridgeport, and past Mono Lake (about 56 miles) to Lee Vining. 
Just south of Lee Vining we turn left onto CA-120 which later merges with US-6 which will bring us into Basalt, NV.
